Construction Status of the Museum — Restoration work on the first and second floors and
hallways is basically completed. Exterior restoration is a major focus for 2007 including
rebuilding chimneys, brick replacement and brick tuck pointing, replacement of storm
windows for some of the second floor windows, painting, etc. Basement level organization
and parking lot paving are also priorities.

Mill Street) from the front of the building and behind it was a sign reading “Pixie Shop”.
After four months of searching a member recalls buying her first dress, about 1960, in the
Pixie Shop, a shop specializing in young children’s and women’s clothing.

Beginning in May through October, the museum will be open 5 or 6 days a week and the
hours may vary subject to the Board’s review.

Finances — After considerable discussion, the Board adopted a 2007 operating budget.
The budget provides us with challenges as well as opportunities as one would expect in a
transitional and learning year as a property owner. A copy of the adopted budget will be
available at the annual meeting or by calling Jim at 892-6228.

Funds for the purchase of the building and costs associated with the renovation have
been segregated into a separate bank account. In 2006 we raised approximately $70,000.
Our total indebtedness totaled approximately $145,000. We have loan capacity that will
allow us to complete the basic building renovations. Additional financial arrangements will
need to be made as we plan to bring other buildings onto the site.

We will continue to raise funds from a wide range of sources including specific fund
raisers. In the past we did not ask our membership for much financial assistance other
than your dues. With the new museum, additional funds, however small, will help us such
as a roll of stamps for the newsletter, a partial sponsorship of an event, a gift card to a
local store for cleaning or office supplies.

A huge thank you! to volunteers Jerry Picard, Steve Douglas, Ozzie Pick, Lester Laack,
George Miller, Eddie and Jim Schroeder, and Jim Stahlman for finishing the front staircase
with it's 15’ ceiling. John Van de Pas provided dry walling and carpentry assistance.
