   After considerable discussion, the Board adopted a 2007 operating budget of $25,000.  
The budget provides us with challenges as well as opportunities as one would expect in a 
transitional and learning year as a new property owner. 
   Funds for the purchase of the building and costs associated with the renovation have 
been segregated into a separate bank account.  In 2006 we raised approximately $73,000.  
Our total indebtedness today is approximately $138,000.  We have paid off the land 
contract to Mark Kleinhans so the title of the property now rests in our name.  We have 
loan capacity that will allow us to complete the basic building renovations.  Additional 
financial arrangements will need to be made as we plan to bring the other buildings onto 
the site. 
   We will continue to raise funds from a wide range of sources including specific fund 
raisers.  In the past we did ask our membership for much financial assistance other than 
your dues.  With the new museum, additional funds, however small, will help us, as a roll 
of stamps for the newsletter, a partial sponsorship for an event, a gift card to a local store 
for cleaning or office supplies Ð any type of support will help us in meeting our needs.
